license at age sixteen. I was no 
longer dependent on someone 
to take me everywhere, but I 
could actually drive myself.  
Along with that freedom came 
a long list of òrules of the 
roadó by the state, which put 
constraints on my desire to 
drive the way I wanted to.  
Tickets and fines were suffi-
cient to keep me from becom-
ing too independent.  The 
next time independence 
knocked on my door was 
when I turned 18 years old 
and I was given the same 
rights of all mature adults and 
the consequences that came 
with them, if mismanaged. I 
was no longer officially under 
the control of my parents, but 
rather, I believed I was able to 
self-govern my life, if that was 
my ambition.  I soon learned 
that both the state and federal 
government had numerous 
rules and regulations to keep 
all of its citizens under con-
trol. I understood that the 
welfare, security and rights of 
the people must be main-
tained at all costs, and if the 
price is too high, then the 
government must change the 
rules to fit the needs of the 
society. 

     In essence, I have experi-
enced many times in my life 
different types of 
òindependenceó that were not 
true freedoms, but false feel-
ings of autonomy. 

     Mankind is under a false 
belief that we are in control of 
our lives and of our own des-
tiny.  Sadly, we have been 
blinded by a force more pow-
erful than any government .
